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COVID-19: Highlights and Situation Overview

According to The National Health Commission (NHC) of China as of March 18
there were 0 new suspected cases in Wuhan and in the Hubei province for two
consecutive days. This represents a significant event since Wuhan and Hubei
are the original epidemic center of the pandemic.

ltaly has surpassed China as the country with most COVID-19 related deaths,
recording 427 new deaths for a total of 3,405 deaths across the country. Italy
confirmed its firsts cases on January 30, one month after China officially
reported the coronavirus outbreak and, as of March 19, Italy has reported more
than 40,000 cases, roughly half of the cases recorded in China.

Malaysia's two-week lockdown to curb the spread of the coronavirus was
implemented since Wednesday (March 18) and will run until March 31. During
this period, Malaysian citizens are barred from travelling overseas and foreign
visitors will not be allowed into the country. Public gatherings are banned,
along with all religious, sporting, social and cultural events. Schools, universities
and non-essential businesses remain closed.

Travel Advisories (new updates)

o Brunei: Starting March 20, all passengers arriving in Brunei Darussalam
through the Brunei International Airport are required to undergo self-
isolation immediately for 14 days at appointed monitoring centers in
accordance with the Infectious Diseases Act (Chapter 204).

o Cambodia: Update from Cambodian Civil Aviation Authority stated that all
passengers who in the past 14 days have been to, or are originating from
listed countries hereafter, are not allowed to enter or transit Cambodia. This
restriction applies for 30 days from the mentioned effective date: Iran
(effective March 18), France, Germany, Italy, Spain or USA (effective March
17). Additionally, nationals of Cambodia or residents of Cambodia who live
or have been travelling to France, Germany, Italy, Spain, USA or Iran, in the
past 14 days, arriving at Phnom Penh, Siem Reap or Sihanouk International
Airport, must undergo 14-day quarantine.

o Indonesia and Malaysia Borders: Direct border between Indonesia and
Malaysia, one of which is in the Tebedu cross-border post with the Entfikong
PBLN, was closed since March 18. At the border post, Indonesian citizens
can leave Sarawak to Indonesia as long as their passport or visa / permit is
still valid, but Indonesian citizens cannot enter Malaysia until March 31, 2020.
For Malaysians themselves can enter Malaysia but must undergo their own
quarantine in their homes for 14 day. According to Tebedu Immigration
officers throughout the morning, around 50 Indonesian citizens had crossed
out of Malaysia to Enfikong. According to the Entikong PLBN all border
crossers are required to carry out COVID-19 prevention procedures.

o Laos: On March 20, Lao announced that visa extensions are being made
available to foreigners finding themselves frapped in Laos due to the
closure of borders or cancellation of flights. For those holding a current T-B3
visa living in Vientiane Capital, the visa may be extended at the Vientiane
Capital Immigration Department, Foreigner Control Department, located
opposite the Morning market. For those holding a current T-B3 visa living in



a province outside Vientiane Capital, the visa may be extended at the
relevant provincial office of immigration. Since March 17, Laos has
temporarily closed ten border checkpoints in Huaphan Province bordering
Vietnam as part of efforts to prevent an outbreak of the new coronavirus
(COVID-19). The ten border checkpoints are Namtai, Thalao,
Meauangkeum, Phiengpheua, Mongnam, Nakhang, Sobdoung, Pao,
Yothiew and Daendin.

Malaysia: Malaysia shut its borders to fravellers and restricted internal
movement from March 16 until March 31. Malaysia Government has
implemented the Control Order Movements, from March 18, 2020 to March
31, 2020 throughout country. This control order is made under the Prevention
Act and Infectious Disease Control 1988 and Police Act 1967 Control Orders.
These include general prohibition of movement and mass assembly
throughout countries including religious, sports, social and cultural activities,
sanctions cover all Malaysians traveling abroad, restriction of entry for all
foreign tourists and visitors in the country, closure of schools (all
kindergartens, government and private schools, daily schools, boarding
schools, international schools, tahfiz centers and other primary, secondary
and pre-university educational institutions), and closure of all government
and private premises (except those involved with the country's essential
services, electricity, power, telecommunications, postal, fransportation,
irrigation, oil, gas, fuel, lubricants, broadcasting, finance, banking, health,
pharmacy, fire, prison, port, airport, security, defense, cleaning, retail and
food supply).

Myanmar: Myanmar bans citizens from working overseas amid COVID-19
pandemic. Myanmar's Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MOFA) told all diplomats
based in the country to postpone large events until the end of April and to
temporarily close all schools run by foreign embassies in Yangon. MOFA also
told Myanmar's diplomatic operations overseas to avoid similar events.
Philippines: On 18 March, the Philippine Government revised its travel
restrictions and announced that foreign nationals will be able to leave the
Philippines at any time during the period of enhanced quarantine. The
Philippine authorities have said that if you are in Luzon you will be permitted
to fravel to the nearest international airport within 24 hours prior to your
scheduled departure, provided you have proof of scheduled international
travel (i.e. travel itinerary or eticket). Outside of this 24-hour period you will
be required to adhere to local quarantine restrictions.

Thailand: Civil Aviation Authority of Thailand (CAAT) has upgraded its
notification on the practical guidelines for airlines operating international
flights to Thailand in its intensified effort to support Thailand’s nationwide
surveillance measures to combat the spread of the Coronavirus Disease
2019 (COVID-19). Effective from Sunday, 22 March the CAAT's upgraded
guidelines now require all airlines to check the required documentation
from foreign travellers regardless of their flight origins. Upon flight check-in,
all foreign travellers must present a health certificate issued no more than
72 hours prior to the date of travel certifying that they pose no risk of being
infected by the COVID-19. Each fraveller must also present a health
insurance policy with a minimum medical coverage of US$ 100,000 in
Thailand of COVID-19. Airlines are instructed not to issue a boarding pass for
any foreign fraveller failing to submit the requirement documentation.
Failing to comply with the CAAT'’s guidelines, airlines will be held responsible

Singapore: Starting March 20, all travellers entering Singapore will be issued
with a 14-day Stay Home Notice (SHN)2. They will be required to provide
proof of the place where they will serve the 14-day SHN, for example a hotel
booking covering the entire period, or a place of residence they or their
family members own.
